Eligibility requirements for this scholarship are:

A. Lakewood resident;

B. Graduating Lakewood High School senior;

C. 3.0 minimum grade point average;

D. Must have applied or been accepted to a 4-year college or university full-
time for the purpose of obtaining Bachelor's Degree; and

E. Parent or guardian must be a current member of a Lakewood PTA unit.

Criteria for granting this scholarship are:

A. Essays (two essays are required);

B. Grade point average;

C. Extracurricular activities, community involvement and/or work experience;
D. Recommendations (two recommendations are required);

E. Preparation of application (completeness, spelling, grammar, neatness, etc.)

In addition, finalists will be interviewed by the Scholarship Committee.

Scholarship applications must be completed and returned to Guidance Center by the date listed
on the application. NO EXCEPTIONS.

A parent or legal guardian must sign application and the required number of recommendation
sheets must be completed.
